
The population of wild Asian elephants has 
plummeted from c.250,000 to c.25,000 in the past 
100 years. By comparison there are an estimated 
700,000 African elephants left in the wild. If this trend 
continues, the Asian elephant will cease to exist in the 
wild by 2050.

WHY THIS CAUSE MATTERS

model elephants will invade London in a 
show billed as the world’s biggest conservation 
art event.
